Warnings and Safety Precautions

*This appliance is for household use only.

*The power rating is 220-240 Volts ~50 Hz.
*The appliance is connected to the mains with a
grounded cable. The cable must be connected to
a grounded plug.

*Electrical connections must be made by a
certified technician.

*Installations performed by unqualified people
may lead to destruction of the device and/or
personal injuries.

*Power supply cables should not be kinked or
smeared during installation. Power cables should
not be in the vicinity of the stove otherwise the
cables can melt and cause fire.

*The appliance may only be connected to the
mains before reinstalling.

*Make sure the wall plug is within easy reach
to disconnect the appliance in case of an
emergency.

*Do not touch the light bulbs if the appliance is
used for a prolonged period of time. Bulbs may
get hot and cause burns.

*The kitchen hood is designed for daily
household use. If it is used other than the
intended purpose it may be a source of hazards
and the warranty will be voided.

*Follow the instructions by the local authorities
regarding the purge outlet (This warning is not
for use without a chimney.)

*Flammable dishes may not be cooked under the
appliance.

*Start the appliance only with cooking pots on
the stove. Otherwise temperature may rise and
may cause deformations in some parts.

*Before removing the cooking pots from the
stovetop shut off the gas.

*Do not leave cooking pots with hot oil on the
stove.

* Pots containing hot oils may spontaneously
ignite.

*Be carefuly when preparing fried dishes as oils
may catch fire and spatter to the table sheets,
curtains etc.

*Make sure the filters are regularly replaced.
Flammable oils may deposit on the fitler and
may cause fire.

*Do not use non-fire resistant filtering parts to
substitute proper filters.

*Do not run the appliance without filters
installed or do not remove the filters when the
appliance is working.

*In case of a fire breakout disconnect the hood
and stove from the mains. (Disconnect the
appliance from the wall plug.)

The product must be periodically cleaned to

avoid fire risk.

*Disconnect the appliance before performing
maintenance. (Disconnect the appliance from
the wall plug.) *The negative pressure of the
room should not exceed 4 Pa (4x10 bar) when
the electric stovetop hood and other appliances
that run on other forms of energy at the same
time.

*If there are other appliances that run on fuel
or gas (gas heaters, for example) in the same
room with the appliance the exhaust of the
device must be completely insulated or it must
be hermetic.

*The connecting pipes of the chimney should be
150 mm or 120 mm in diameter. The connecting
piping should be as short as possible and should
have as little as possible elbows.

*Do not let children play with the appliance. Do
not let children use the appliance.

For your safety use "MAX 6 A” type fuses for the
appliance.

*Keep children away from the packaging material
as may cause danger.

*Damaged power cables may only be replaced by
the manufacturer, service agent or a technician
with sufficient qualification.

*In case of a fire breakout disconnect the hood
and stove from power and extinguish the fire.
Never use water for this purpose. *Accessible
parts may become hot when the cooking
appliances are operating.

*Unless otherwise supervised by someone
responsible for the use of the appliance,it
should not be operated by persons (or children)
with mental or physical deficiencies or those
who does not yet have sufficient knowledge or
experience on how to operate the appliance.
*The appliance must have a distance of min.
65 cm between electrical stoves or min. 75 cm
between gas operated stoves (or that use other
sources of energy) during installation.

*The hood outlet should not be connected to
chimneys that carry other fumes.

*Pay particular attention when the appliance
is operated in the same room with other
appliances that burn fuel and use the same air
(eg., gas, diesel fuel, coal, wood heaters, etc.)
This is because the hood extracts the room air
and adversely affect the burning process.

This warning does not apply for use without a
chimney.



POSITIONING OF THE APPLIANCE

The hood is installed under the cabinet. In a
proper installation the appliance should have a
distance of min. 65 cm between electrical stoves
and min. 75 cm between gas or other sources of
fuel operated stoves.
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Mount the plastic chimney on the chimney
ﬁ outlet on the appliance. Turn the plastic
chimney clockwise. Fig. 4

Installation of the Device
This installation instruction includes all models
that are within the guide door.
Drilling the Hanging Bores
Drill holes of @4 mm at the points marked with
A, B, C, D on the installation template. Fig. 2

3 Install the flexible aluminum pipe on the
chimney. Install the other end of the pipe on the
chimney bore on the wall. Fig. 5
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Mount the appliance using the given 4 x 40
screws to the cabinet on the points A, B, C, D.
The front panel should not contact the cabinet
door when the slider assembly moves. Fig. 3




Kinks and elbows on the aluminum pipe
disrupt the air suction and therefore
should be avoided whenever possible.

Functions of the Appliance
The hood may be used in kitchens with or
without a chimney.

Use with a chimney:

Connected to a chimney, the hood must be
connected to an exhaust duct. The obtain the
best performance from your hood, make sure
the piping to the chimney is on the shortest
possible path. The appliance leaves the factory
suitable to be used with a chimney.

Hood exhaust should not be connected
to air ducts where other fumes are
present.

Use and Maintenance of the
Carbon Filter

Functions of the Appliance

The hood may be used in kitchens with or
without a chimney.

You can obtain the activated carbon filter

The activated carbon filter serves to filter the
circulating air in the absence of a chimney. You
can obtain the activated carbon fitler from your
seller or the service organisation.

Carbon Filter Use

You product can be used with a carbon filter.
The carbon filter is used in kitchens without a
chimney outlet and therefore should be replaced
in 3 to 5 months depending on use. Carbon
filters should never be washed and reused. The
oil filters should be fitted on the appliance no
matter carbon filters are used or not. Do not use
the product without a fitted oil filter.

Replacing the Carbon Filter

Disconnect the appliance from the mains
&?efore changing the carbon filter.

o install the carbon filter align the ducts

on the motor door and turn it clockwise. Turn it
counter clockwise to remove.

The aluminum filters may be washed in
the dishwasher. Aluminum filters may
change color after a few washing cycles.
This is normal and does not indicate that the

filters should be changed.

Efficient Ventilation
For a proper ventilation the outward facing
windows should be kept closed for a correct
ventilation. The hood and the stove should be
operated simultaneously to enable air flow. This
will positively effect the suction power. Leave the
appliance running after the cooking is complete.
This will enable the remaining odour and vapors
to be sucked.
Pay particular attention when using
&the appliance with other gas operated
appliances that share the same air
simulatenously. (eg. gas, diesel fuels, heaters,
etc.). The hood extracts the air in the room and
may adversely affect burning.
This does not apply for use without a chimney.

Using the Appliance
Your appliance has multi select switch to control
speed. We recommend using a high speed
whenever excessive fumes or odours are present.
The motor runs when the slider set is turned on
and stops when it is switched off (optional).

It must be switched on a few minutes before
starting cooking and should be kept running until
the room is clear of fumes and odours.

3 Speed Rocker Switch

Bulb Switch

To switch on the appliance bulb
switch to the bulb position. The
slider set must be in pulled position
to start the appliance lightening.

1 and 2 Rotation Switch

To operate the appliance in the 1st
rotation speed turn the switch up
and to operate in the 2nd rotation
speed turn the switch down.

3. Rotation Switch
To operate in the 3rd rotation speed
turn the switch down.

2 Speed Rocker Switch

The hood features a switch
to control the 2 lamps and
the lightening. The slider set
should be pulled to operate the
lightening.




3 Speed Digital Switch
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1- Press this button to operate the appliance in
the 1st speed.

2- Press this button to operate the appliance in
the 2nd speed.

3- Press this button to operate the appliance in
the 3rd speed.

4- Press this button to turn on the appliance
lightening.

Speed Selection

The appliance features 3 speed ventilation.
Choose low-intermediate-high speed depending
on the cooking task and fumes of the fryed dish.
Operate using the motor control buttons on the
front panel. The electronic controlled models
feature automatic programming (TIMER).

Timer

Press and hold any motor switch buttons more
than 2 seconds to start the 15 min timer function.
The display signals the start of the timer and the
motor automatically will stop after 15 min.

Cleaning Intervals for the Filters:

The filter shoud be cleaned when the display
indicates the “C” signal or once 2-3 weeks
(depending on use).After cleaning and
reinstalling the filters press and hold the ()
button for more than 3 sec (the appliance should
beturned off.) The display will indicate the letter
“E” and normal operation will resume. If you
want to continue operation operation without
clearing the “C” signal press the ((1)) button for
1 sec, the active rotation speed will be indicated,
“C” signal will reappear and the motor will
resume running.

The “C” signal will indicate after 60 hours
of operation.

USE WITH 5 SPEED APPLIANCES
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On-Off: This button switches the
appliance on. Press it again the switch off.

Decreasing the rotation speed: This
button decreases the rotation speed

Increasing the rotation speed: This
button increases the rotation speed

Timer: This button activates the 15 min
@ timer function. The display indicates a
signal when the timer begins and the
motor is turned off after 15 minutes.
The lamp: The lamp is turned on when
this button is pressed. Press it again to
turn the lamp off.
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Cleaning Intervals for the Filters:

The filter should be cleaned when the display
indicates the “  “ signal or once 2-3 weeks
(depending on use). After cleaning and
reinstalling the filters press and hold thep¢button
for more than 3 sec to clear the “£“signal (the
appliance should be turned off). The display will
indicate the letter “E” and normal operation
will resume. If you want to resume operation
without clearing the signal press the button
for 1 sec, the active rotation speed will be
indicated, “I_“ signal will reappear and the motor
will resume running.

NOTE: “i_“ signal will indicate after 60 hours of
operation.

Energy Efficient Use:

¢ Please set the rotation speed according
to the odour and fume intensity to prevent
unnecessary energy consumption.

¢ Use low speeds (1-2) under normal conditions
and high speeds (3) when strong odours or
vapors are present.

¢ The lightening functionality is for illuminating
the cooking area. If used for room lightening,
they will cause unecessary energy consumption
and insufficient lightening conditions.

Using the hood:

¢ The hood has a gradual speed motor.

e For optimum performance, we recommend
using low speeds under normal operating
conditions and high speeds when strong odours



or vapors are present.

* You can turn the appliance on by pressing any
of the speed setting buttons. (B,C,D)

* Press the lamp to illuminate the cooking area.

Cleaning and Maintenance

MAINTENANCE

*Disconnect the appliance from the mains or
switch off before performing maintenance of
cleaning.

*The aluminum cartridge catches the airborne
dust particles and oils.

The metal filter should be cleaned with a mild
soap and warm water or in the dishwasher
whenever possible (60 degrees)

*Press the spring loaded latches on the edge to
release the aluminum cartridge. Make sure you
dry the filter appropriately before reinstalling.
*The outer surface of the appliance should be
cleaned with soap and water or a piece of cloth
damped with alcohol.

*Do not allow electronic or electrical parts to
contact with water or similar substances.
*Commercially available inox cleaners and
maintenance products will prolong the useful life
of your appliance.

Warning: Aluminum filters may be washed in
dishwashers. After a few washing cycles the
aluminum filters may change color. This is normal
and does not indicate that the filters should be
replaced.

Replacing the Bulbs

Disconnect the hood from power.

Remove the aluminum cartridge filter.

Remove the faulty bulb and replace with another
bulb with the same rating. (The bulbs may be
hot and burn your hands, let them allow to cool.)
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Replacing the Halogen Lamp

To replace the halogen lamp press on the back
of the lamp socket to pull the lamp downwards
and slightly turn counter clockwise and remove
downwards. Fig. 7

1W Changing the Led Lamp

*Remove the tampered glass from its place.
*Disconnect the led lamp from power.

*Press on the lamp with tour hand to remove.
*Remove the sticky tape around the lamp from
the body plate.

* Before fitting the replacement led lamp remove
the protective foil on the frame and stick it on its
place on the appliance body. Fig. 8
